Biografia

Sanford Biggers è nato a Los Angeles nel 1970. Vive e lavora a New York.

Il lavoro di Sanford Biggers è un gioco di narrazione, prospettiva e storia che si rivolge agli avvenimenti
attuali esaminando i contesti che li hanno generati. La sua pratica diversificata lo posiziona come
collaboratore del passato attraverso l'esplorazione di narrazioni estetiche, culturali, storiche e politiche
spesso trascurate, grazie all'uso di trapunte e tessuti antichi, sculture classiche provenienti da tutto il
mondo, interventi sonori, performance e video.

Biggers descrive il suo processo come “patchworking concettuale”, un metodo di trasposizione,
combinazione e giustapposizione di idee, forme e generi che sfidano la storiografia tradizionale, la
provenienza e le narrazioni ufficiali per creare opere d'arte per una futura etnografia.

Nel corso della sua carriera Biggers ha ricevuto numerosi premi e onorificenze, tra cui la Smithsonian
Artist Research Fellowship, il Bennie Trailblazer Award del Morehouse College, la Guggenheim
Fellowship, il 26° Heinz Award for the Arts, l'American Academy of Arts and Letters Award, il Rome
Prize in Visual Arts 2017 dell'American Academy in Rome. Le sue opere sono presenti nelle collezioni
permanenti del Brooklyn Museum, New York; del Los Angeles County Museum of Art, Los Angeles; del
Museum of Contemporary Art, Chicago; del Museum of Modern Art, New York; del Walker Art Center,
Minneapolis; del Whitney Museum of American Art, New York, tra gli altri.
